FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

When will | receive my entry tag(s)? Entry tags will be mailed after September 1.

Where do | go to drop off my exhibit(s)? Exhibitors will enter Gate 12 off 27 street behind
Goodwill. Please see the map on page 2.

Where will my exhibit(s) be displayed at the fair? Food Cooked with Honey exhibits are
displayed in the Agriculture Building.

Do | need to bring my recipe with my entry? Yes, please type your recipe on an 85" x 11" sheet of
white paper, using only one side to list ingredients and steps.

How much honey needs to be in my recipe? All recipes must have at least % cup of honey as
one of the main sweetening ingredients.

What does my entry need to be on? Breads, rolls, muffins, cookies, and candy must be placed
on a Styrofoam or paper plate and then placed in a clear plastic bag with entry tag attached to
plate and extending outside of the bag. Cakes must be placed on a 6" x 10" cardboard and placed
in a clear plastic bag with the entry tag attached to plate and extending outside of bag.

What if my items start to deteriorate during the Fair? The Fair reserves the right to remove and
discard exhibits that are deteriorating.

Can | bring cold items? NO, you are not able to enter anything that will have to be refrigerated.

How do | pick up my exhibit(s) after the fair? All entries MUST be picked up on Monday,
October 12 from 10 a.m. to 6 p.m. No items will be removed before October 12. All items will be
discarded after October 12. NO EXCEPTIONS!
