The
design can be created horizontally or vertically. All designs MUST be original, and hand drawn.
Digital artwork will not be accepted. The subject of the design should be Carolina Classic Fair
or Winston-Salem Fairgrounds related with a holiday flair. Examples include carnival rides, fair
food, animals, or anything else Fairgrounds themed. 

Designers can submit their entries online, but all artwork must be dropped off in person.
